Spiritual fullness is not purely a New Testament or 

Church age development.  
 We learn about Spiritual Fullness by each individual 

 that is represented as Spirit empowered. 

The Old Testament presents several individuals who had 

power with God. 

 God indicates this power when He makes provision to 

 bring judgment on wicked people. 

Listen to what God says about them. 
Ezekiel 14:14 NKJV Even if these three men, Noah, 

Daniel, and Job, were in it, they would deliver only 

themselves by their righteousness,” says the Lord GOD. 

God is saying Noah, Daniel, and Job have lived before 

Me in great righteousness, and had power with Me. 

Jeremiah 15:1 NKJV Then the LORD said to me, “Even 

if Moses and Samuel stood before Me, My mind would 

not be favorable toward this people. Cast them out of My 

sight, and let them go forth.  

Moses and Samuel knew how to intercede in prayer for 

the people who had sinned. 

Then he said the intercessory prayer of  

Moses and Samuel could not save these people. 

God is referring to the character of certain people of

 They possessed power with God. 
 Look at their lives and what God said about  them.

Elijah was a man who walked in the power of the Spirit 

of God. 

 Elisha recognized the Spirit's power that was on 

 Elijah. 

Elisha asked for a double portion of the Spirit that 

rested upon Elijah. 

 These men had power with God. 
 This power with God was demonstrated in the mighty 

 things they said and did. 

 Their words and works were a powerful testimony of 

 the great and powerful Spirit of God that rested on 

 them. 

The Old Testament lists many individuals who had 

power with God because the  Spirit of God that rested 

upon their lives. 

These people did exploits before men and God by the 

Spirit of God that rested upon them. 

  In Numbers 11:17 God told Moses that He would  take 

of the Spirit that was upon him and put it upon the 

seventy. (There was enough of His Spirit to share.) 

 Numbers 11:25 When the Spirit came upon the 70  they 

prophesied.  

 Numbers 27:18 The Spirit of God was on Joshua and 

he led Israel 

 Deuteronomy 34:9 Joshua was full of the Spirit of 

Wisdom 

 Judges 3:10 The Spirit of God came upon Caleb and 

he judged Israel and went to war.

 Judges 6:34 The Spirit of the Lord came upon Gideon 

 and he blew a trumpet for the deliverance of Israel 

  Judges 11:29 The Spirit of the LORD came upon 

 Jephthah and he conquered his enemies 

  Judges 14:6 The Spirit of the Lord came on Sampson 

 in power and he tore the lion apart, and he defeated the 

enemies of Israel  

 The Spirit of the Lord directed Samuel's life and he 

spoke the Words' of God. 

 1 Samuel 6:10 The Spirit of the Lord came upon Saul 

 and he prophesied 

 1 Samuel 16:13 Samuel anointed David and the Spirit 

 of the Lord Came upon him from that day on. 

  Ezekiel 2:2  The Spirit of the Lord entered him and set  

on my feet; and he heard Him speaking to him. 

  Often Ezekiel said the Spirit of the Lord was on  

  him. 

 2 Peter 1:21 tells us that men and women moved by the 

Holy Spirit spoke from God. 

When the Holy Spirit rested upon them they had a new 

and powerful testimony. 

By the power of the Holy Spirit they did extra ordinary 

things. 

The Spirit of God that was upon them empowered them to 

live a testimony of the Almighty God. 

Their testimony demonstrated that their God is the 

Almighty Sovereign God.

 The Spirit of God enabled them to prophecy. 

 By the power of the Spirit they performed mighty 

 miracles, and did many mighty and wonderful works. 

 The presence of God’s glory that rested on their lives 

 was a testimony of the God they served. 

 Everything they achieved was done by the power of the 

 Spirit of God that was upon them. 

They endured and overcome by the powerful Spirit of 

God. 

They were powerful before others because the Spirit of 

God rested upon them. 
 They were not powerful with God and man because 

 they were great within themselves. 

 They did great things because the Spirit of God rested 

 on their lives. 

 Their testimony magnifies the Sovereign God. 

 

1 Corinthians 1:26-31 NCV Brothers and sisters, look at 

what you were when God called you. Not many of you 

were wise in the way the world judges wisdom. Not many 

of you had great influence. Not many of you came from 

important families.  

But God chose the foolish things of the world to shame 

the wise, and he chose the weak things of the world to 

shame the strong. He chose what the world thinks is 

unimportant and what the world looks down on and thinks 

is nothing in order to destroy what the world thinks is 

important.

God did this so that no one can brag in his presence. 

Because of God you are in Christ Jesus, who has become 

for us wisdom from God. In Christ we are put right with 

God, and have been made holy, and have been set free 

from sin. So, as the Scripture says, “If people want to 

brag, they should brag only about the Lord.” 

God has chosen to do the most effective work through 

the power of the Holy Spirit. 

 He has bypassed the wisdom of men. 

 He has chosen to demonstrate His power and glory by 

 His Spirit. 

 Without the Spirit of God we cannot demonstrate the 

 character of Christ or the power of God to the world. 

In Acts 1:8 the Lord said that the Holy Spirit would 

enable us to give an adequate testimony of Christ. 

 The only way we can achieve and present a living 

 testimony of Christ is by the power of the Spirit of 

 God working in us. 

 It is the Holy Spirit that does the work.   

Pay attention to the Biblical examples. 

 Men and women accomplished little until the Holy 

 Spirit of  God came to rest upon them. 

 When the Spirit came the dead were raised, waters 

 parted, enemies were defeated, miracles happened. 

Elisha carried water and attended to Elijah’s needs until 

the Spirit came upon him.  

 It was the Spirit of God that turned them into different 

 men and women.

 In the New Testament, the believers were weak and 

 timid until the Holy Spirit rested upon their lives. 

 

The work of Christ is achieved by the power of the Holy 

Spirit working in us.  

 That does not mean that we cannot do good works 

 without the power of the Spirit. 

 Good works should not be confused with the work 

 and power of the Holy Spirit. 

 You can minister helping care to the weak without the 

 power of the Spirit. 

 You cannot heal the sick without the power of the 

 Holy Spirit. 

 You can clothe the naked, and feed the hungry without 

 the power of the Spirit. 

 You cannot restore the oppressed, and deliver from 

 Satan’s power, without the Holy Spirit.  

 

What your hand finds to do, do it with all your might. 

 If you know you should love, forgive, and do good 

 you should do it with all of your might. 

 It is where our might falls short when we need the 

 Holy Spirit. 

In the New Testament, the Church accomplished little 

without the Holy Spirit filling them, abiding in them, 

and giving them power. 

We will not accomplish a testimony of the full measure of 

Christ without the Holy Spirit resting upon our  lives. 
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  We cannot do the work of Christ without the Spirit of 

 God resting upon us. 

 The Gifts of the Spirit are only achieved by the 

 constant abiding and work of the Holy Spirit. 

 We cannot demonstrate or manifest the Gifts of the 

 Spirit apart from the Holy Spirit. 

 The gifts and callings of God are dependent and 

 exclusive to the Holy Spirit. 

 

The New Testament Christian is just as dependant on 

the Holy Spirit's power, presence, and enabling as the 

Old Testament saints were.  

 Believers did very little for God until the Holy Spirit 

 of God came upon them. 

 When the Spirit of God came upon them they tore 

 lions and bears to pieces. 

 They carried away the city gates. 

 They prophesied of things to come. 

 They came into the Holy Presence of God 

 They crossed the Red Sea and the Jordan river on dry 

 ground. 

 They did great works of faith by the power of the 

 Spirit. 

 

A deeper review of their lives reveals the Spirit of God 

working through them. 

 The life of faith is a testimony of the Spirit of God 

 working in individuals.
