Acts 1:5 NIV For John baptized with water, but in a few 

days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.ò 

 

You will be baptized with the Holy Spirit in the same 

manner that John baptized with water.

 Not only are we surrounded we are soaked throughout 

 with the Spirit of God. 

By the Holy Spirit then we are built up into a holy 

tabernacle in the Lord. 

 We are made the habitation of the Eternal God. 

 

It is impossible adequately explain all that the Fullness 

ñin the Spiritò is. 

 The Holy Spirit penetrates, pervades, and floods our 

 spirit and soul, and reveals all that Christ is to us. 

 The Holy Spirit reveals the sufficiency of Christ in us 

 and through us. 

 

Ephesians 5:18 says to ñbe filled with  (by or of) the 

Spirit.ò 

 The Greek states it: ñbe filled in the Spiritò 

 This is not saying that we are not filled with the Spirit. 

In Ephesians the greater meaning is to be ñfilled in the 

Spirit.ò 

 God is revealing the totality of all that He purposed for 

 you, the Church, in Christ. 

 

Being filled ñin the Spiritò indicates being immersed to 

the extent that the Holy Spirit permeates, infuses, floods, 

and fills all things with His Presence and Power.

 The Baptism in the Spirit would enable the Church to 

 become the fullest expression of the resurrected Christ. 

 

The promise of the Father was to be poured out by the 

Son when Christ accomplished everything that God had 

purposed He would in, through, and upon the Cross, His 

Resurrection, and His Ascension. 

So, the sign that everything was settled in Heaven was 

the Holy Spirit being poured out upon the Church.

Revelation 1:10-11 NKJV ñI was in the Spirit on the 

Lordôs Day, and I heard behind me a loud voice, as of a 

trumpet, saying, ñI am the Alpha and the Omega, the First 

and the Last,ò and, ñWhat you see, write in a book and 

send it to the seven churches... 

 

The Holy Spirit gave John the ability to hear and see 

In the Spirit He had a revelation of Christ. 

In the Spirit he heard a voice as of a trumpet 

In the Spirit he saw the Lord.  

In the Spirit He saw the way into Godôs Presence. 

In the Spirit He saw the Lord in the midst of the Church. 

In the Spirit He saw the One that sat on the throne  

In the Spirit He beheld the Lamb who had been slain in 

the Midst of the Throne
