Luke 13:10-16 (NIV) On a Sabbath Jesus was teaching in
one of the synagogues, and a woman was there who had
been crippled by a spirit for eighteen years. She was bent
over and could not straighten up at all.

When Jesus saw her, he called her forward and said to
her," Womgmomu are set fr ee€lher
he put his hands on her, and immediately she straightened
up and praised God.

Indignant because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath, the
synagogue ruler said to
work. So come and be healed on those days, not on the
Sabbath.?”

The Lord answered him,“ You hypocr it
of you on the Sabbath untie his ox or donkey from the
stall and lead it out to give it water? Then should not this
woman, a daughter of Abraham, whom Satan has kept
bound for eighteen long years, be set free on the Sabbath
day from what bound her?

This woman was there in the Synagogue.

She came to the meeting but she was bound.

She had a spirit of infirmity.

She could not do anything to set herself free.
Jesus said a spirit of infirmity had attacked her and
caused her to be bent over.

The Word says: This woman was bound by that spirit
infirmity and there was nothing she could do det
loosed.
Some sickness is caused by Spiritual powers that work
against us.

luo means: to break up, destroy, dissolve, put off, loose.
In this verse apoluo is in the Perfect passive indicative
verb of apoluo which means that she was loosed to stay
free.
