On Christ | Stand: Double for Your Trouble.
Read: Isaiah 61:1-11

Isaiah 61:1-11 (NIV) The Spirit of the Sovereign LORD is
on me, because the LORD has anointed me to preach good
news to the poor.

He has sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim
freedom for the captives and release from darkness for the
prisoners, to proclaim the year of the LORD’s favor and
the day of vengeance of our God,

to comfort all who mourn, and provide for those who
grieve in Zion— to bestow on them a crown of beauty
instead of ashes, the oil of gladness instead of mourning,
and a garment of praise instead of a spirit of despair.

They will be called oaks of righteousness, a planting of
the LORD for the display of his splendor.

They will rebuild the ancient ruins and restore the places
long devastated; they will renew the ruined cities that
have been devastated for generations.

Aliens will shepherd your flocks; foreigners will work
your fields and vineyards. And you will be called priests
of the LORD, you will be named ministers of our God.

You will feed on the wealth of nations, and in their riches
you will boast. Instead of their shame my people will
receive a double portion, and instead of disgrace they will
rejoice in their inheritance;

and so they will inherit a double portion in their land, and
everlasting joy will be theirs. “For I, the LORD, love
justice; | hate robbery and iniquity. In my faithfulness |
will reward them and make an everlasting covenant with
them.

Their descendants will be known among the nations and
their offspring among the peoples.

All who see them will acknowledge that they are a
people the LORD has blessed.” | delight greatly in the
LORD; my soul rejoices in my God.

For he has clothed me with garments of salvation and
arrayed me in a robe of righteousness, as a bridegroom
adorns his head like a priest, and as a bride adorns herself
with her jewels.

For as the soil makes the sprout come up and a garden
causes seeds to grow, so the Sovereign LORD will make
righteousness and praise spring up before all nations.

Would you like to repossess what Satan has stolen from
you?
Turn to Isaiah 40:1-2
Isaiah 40:2 “Speak comfort to Jerusalem, and cry out to
her, That her warfare is ended, That her iniquity is
pardoned; For she has received from the LORD’s hand
Double for all her sins.”

Satan is looking for people he can destroy.
Many people are a prime target for his attack.
Satan wants to destroy your faith and confidence in
God.
He will mock you and scorn your faith in Christ.
He will attempt to intimidate and shame you.
He wants to plunder and loot.
He is seeking to steal, kill, and destroy.
Jesus said that He has come to give you life, abundantly.
This Word from God is telling you that God has a plan
for blessing you for your trouble.
This may take some of you by surprise.
God is ready to give you double for your trouble.
God has a plan to do even more than double.
God is going to repair and restore what Satan has stolen
and destroyed.
Joel the prophet was speaking to this generation when he
said:
“So I will restore to you the years that the swarming
locust has eaten, the crawling locust, the consuming
locust, and the chewing locust...”
In the verse just before this the Lord promises to send
the outpouring of the Holy Spirit in the form of rain.
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It is as a result of this outpouring that new life and new
growth will spring forth speedily.
It is time for the Church to take back what the devil
has stolen.
You have been walking around in defeat.
You have had your chin on the ground.
You have been demonstrating defeat and walking in
discouragement, instead of blessing.
You have acted like God does not care.
God has a plan for your deliverance, restoration, and
healing.
God is going to restore your joy, peace, and blessing.
God is not ready to throw in the towel.
God is ready to give you double for your trouble.
God is ready for you to walk in the blessing that Christ
has gained.

God is not going to do anything for you until you are
ready to obey Him.
Obedience is the key to taking back what the devil has
stolen.
God is not going to suspend the rules for you.
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If you are ready to walk in obedience, God is ready to
turn everything around for you.
Obedience is the key to every blessing that God has.
Look at this in the Scriptures.

This is evidenced in every situation

Do you think God would have saved Noah if he had
refused to build an ark?
Can you hear Noah saying, but God, it has never
rained before?
Anyway, this is too much to ask.
You want me to build an ark!
There is too much opposition.
Nobody thinks this is going to happen!
Have you heard what people are saying about me?

Abraham could not find blessing until he obeyed the
Lord.
He had to leave home before the promise could be
given.
He had to yield totally to the will of God.

Saul lost the blessing because he wanted the honor of
man.

1 Samuel 15:22 But Samuel replied, “What is more
pleasing to the LORD: your burnt offerings and sacrifices
or your obedience to his voice? Obedience is far better
than sacrifice.
What is the key to your restoration?

Most people know what they need to do, but they are

not doing it.
Job would have continued suffering until he died if he
refused to forgive and pray for his neighbors.

Instead of forgiving some say: “I have a right to feel

the way | do.”
Instead of forgiving, are you looking for an opportunity
to get even?

The only one being hurt by unforgiveness is you.

You can hold on to your pain.

You can keep rehashing every little detail.

You can keep saying how much you were  wronged.
If you want to be healed you are going to have to release
all of that.
Did you know that God cannot even forgive you until
you forgive others?
You want God to prosper your way.

Are you doing what He wants you to do?
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Have you been faithful in the small things?
God can not promote you until you are obedient.
As soon as you obey the Lord you are in a position for
His blessing.
This is God’s plan for every situation you are facing.
Do you want God’s blessing over your finances?
He has told you what you need to do.
If you think you are blessed and you are not paying
tithes...
What would it be like if God cursed the devourer for
your sake? (You need to read Malachi 3:10-11)
The Lord said when you bring in your tithe; He
would bless you and rebuke Satan for you.
If you have been putting other things before God and
you think you are managing, what do you think life
would be like if you put Him first?
Satan cannot defeat an obedient believer who has firmly
placed his trust in God.
I don’t want to try to defend myself in this kind of
warfare.
We are wrestling with principalities, and powers, and
rulers of darkness.
Not a one of us is ready or able to do this alone.
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How do you think little people can do great things?
Pay attention to the Heroes of faith in Hebrews 11.
Watch them go against enemies that are much larger.
Watch a young boy defeat a giant.
Watch three boys go through a fiery furnace.
Watch two young men defeat a whole army.
Watch one man lead a whole nation across a Red Sea.
They were walking in obedience to God.
They had placed their trust in God.
They were not leaning upon their own abilities.
They knew God would help them.
They did not give up until they were blessed.
Be determined that you will not give up until you see full
restoration in your life.
This is the key to your restoration and blessing.
Just as soon as you determine that you are going to
give up and do it God’ s
that will test your resolve to obey God.
If you will give up to God, and do it His way, your
blessing is just ahead.
Just do it!
Get ready, God is ready to give you double for all of
your trouble.
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This is the way God works.

Job 1:1-3 He was blameless, a man of complete integrity.
He feared God and stayed away from evil. He had seven
sons and three daughters. He owned seven thousand
sheep, three thousand camels, five hundred teams of oxen,
and five hundred female donkeys, and he employed many
servants. He was, in fact, the richest person in that entire
area.
It looks like everything was going great.
Then Satan began attacking.
Job lost everything that he had.

His sons and daughters were killed.

His houses and fields were destroyed.

His friends turned on him

His wife told him to curse God and die.

His health was destroyed.
Job 42:10-14 When Job prayed for his friends, the LORD
restored his fortunes. In fact, the LORD gave him twice as
much as before! Then all his brothers, sisters, and former
friends came and feasted with him in his home.
So the LORD blessed Job in the second half of his life
even more than in the beginning. For now he had fourteen
thousand sheep, six thousand camels, one thousand teams
of oxen, and one thousand female donkeys. He also gave
Job seven more sons and three more daughters.

Did you hear what the Lord did?
God gave him double for his trouble.
You need restoration
God is getting ready to do something big!!!
Get ready for God to bless you.
You need salvation
Jesus paid it all.
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
