Your Position, Part 5 - 

Living in your new position 
The Bible tells us that you are a Child of God. 

What is life like in this new position?   

We need to examine what it means to come into this new 

position.  
Everyone is not in this position. 

Everyone who goes to Church is not in this position. 

Without God’s help, we really don’t know how to excel 

and have peace, joy and love. 

When we come to Jesus Christ, our lives really change.  
2 Corinthians 5:17 ASV Wherefore if any man is in 

Christ, he is a new creature: the old things are passed 

away; behold, they are become new.  

 

Most people in the world do not know what a Christian 

is. 

They have varying ideas based on personal exposure 

and experience. 
Some think that a Christian is a right wing extremist. 

They think we are radical bigots. 

They think we are uneducated, simple minded people 

who don’t know better. 

They think we are weak, and need a crutch in order to 

survive in this world. 

They don’t understand why we choose to live the way 

we do. 

The world needs to see what a Christian really is. 

Jesus has brought us into a new relationship with God.  

 In this position, we are living under the blessing, 

 favor, and covering of the Father.

Jesus relates this in the 
parable of the Prodigal Son

 

 It is easy to become blinded to the intense  blessing 

 God has given us in Christ. 

 We are blessed by His grace and favor. 

You need to know that the ways of the world will rob you 

of every advantage that is in Christ. 

 

Jesus frequently told stories to help us understand our 

relationship with God. 

 

Jesus described this relationship in the parable of the 

Prodigal Son. 

 He was living under the blessing, favor, and 

 covering of his Father. 

 The young man had been raised in a good home. 

 The young man had all of the benefits and blessings 

 of a father who had richly provided for his children. 

 

The story parallels the life of the redeemed. 
Jesus was referring to people who have a real relation 

with God. 

You need to know that living the life of a Christian 

brings you into the Fellowship of Jesus Christ. 

That fellowship is full of God’s blessing, and favor. 

 Don’t take this for granted. 

We are blessed under the fellowship of Jesus Christ. 

No one in the world is more blessed than the redeemed 

by the Blood of Jesus Christ. 

 

Jesus is demonstrating what happened to this young 

man when he walked away from the blessing, favor and 

covering of his father.

We don’t know how good we’ve got it until we lose it. 

 

Through a process of events, the young man became 

deeply involved in the world. 
When the young man first went into the world he was 

richly endowed with the blessings of his father. 

 As time progressed, he lost every advantage. 

The temptations, trials, and ways of the world robbed 

him of almost every advantage. 

Are you living in your new position? 

The World wants to see  what a Christian is like.   

We are in this world, but we must not be of the world. 
The prodigal son had this problem. 

He walked away from the covering, blessing, and favor 

of his father and plunged into the activities, and 

attitudes of the world. 

When God saved us by grace, He radically changed our 

position. 
Titus 3:7 NIV “so that, having been justified by His 

grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal 

life.”  

1 Thessalonians 5:5-6 NKJV You are all sons of light and 

sons of the day. We are not of the night nor of darkness. 

Therefore let us not sleep, as others do, but let us watch 

and be sober. 

John 1:12-13 NKJV But as many as received Him, to 

them He gave the right to become children of God, to 

those who believe in His name: who were born, not of 

blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man, 

but of God.

  father’s house is rich. 

We are looking in our position in Christ Jesus. 

 Jesus has made abundant provision for us to remain in 

 God’s blessing and favor. 

 You don’t have to lose your joy, righteousness, and 

 peace. 

 

This position in Christ Jesus is a place of victory and 

authority over sin and Satan. 
Ephesians 1:22-23 NLT God has put all things under the 

authority of Christ and has made him head over all things 

for the benefit of the church. And the church is his body; 

it is made full and complete by Christ, who fills all things 

everywhere with himself. 

John 1:16 NLT “From his abundance we have all 

received one gracious blessing after another.” 

John 1:16 NKJV  “of His fullness we have all received, 

and grace for grace.” 

The word fullness comes from a Greek  

word that is hard to translate.

2 Corinthians 2:14 NIV
Thanks be to God, who always 

leads us in triumphal 
procession in Christ  

Strong’s Lexicon says the word: plērōma  - means both 

what is filled and what fills  
 Plērōma refers to the body of believers, as that which 

 is filled up with the presence, power, agency, riches of 

 God and of Christ: “We are completed or filled up with 

 Him.” 

  Plērōma refers to the filling, that which would fill it  

  up. 

 

God’s blessing and favor cannot rest on our lives if we do 

not remain in Him. 

This fullness, blessing, and favor is positional. 

It is in Him. 

John 15:7-8 NIV If you remain in me and my words 

remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be 

given you. This is to my Father’s glory, that you bear 

much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples.  

This is pivotal for our lives. 
Completeness, fullness, perfectness derive from remaining 

in Christ Jesus. 

When we remain in this position we are destined to 

triumph. 
2 Corinthians 2:14 NIV But thanks be to God, who 

always leads us in triumphal procession in Christ and 

through us spreads everywhere the fragrance of the 

knowledge of him. 

 

Right now, in this world, we have this triumphal victory 

in Christ Jesus. 

That is the hallelujah chorus of the New Creation. 

In Christ we have a new position of triumph.

that He fills us with the aroma of Jesus Christ. 

Are you conscious of the position  you have in Christ 

Jesus?   

  Do you know what position you are in? 

 This was part of the problem the Prodigal Son had. 

Although he was rich, he did not walk worthy of his 

position. 

Colossians 1:10-12 Amplified “…walk (live and conduct 

yourselves) in a manner worthy of the Lord, fully 

pleasing to Him and desiring to please Him in all 

things, bearing fruit in every good work and steadily 

growing and increasing in and by the knowledge of 

God [with fuller, deeper, and clearer insight, 

acquaintance, and recognition].  

[We pray] that you may be invigorated and 

strengthened with all power according to the might of 

His glory, [to exercise] every kind of endurance and 

patience (perseverance and forbearance) with joy, 

Giving thanks to the Father, Who has qualified and 

made us fit to share the portion which is the 

inheritance of the saints (God’s holy people) in the 

Light.” 

God has made provision for you to be mighty through 

God. 

 It is for this purpose that He has translated us out of the 

 kingdom of darkness into the kingdom of the Son of 

 His love.

in his sight. In love he predestined us to be adopted as his 
sons through Jesus Christ, in accordance with his 

pleasure and will— to the praise of his glorious grace, 
which he has freely given us in the One he loves. In him 
we have redemption through his blood, the forgiveness of 

sins, in accordance with the riches of God’s grace

 It was from that position that he stopped living in the 

 covering, blessing, and favor of his father. 

We must remain conscious of our perfect redemption 

from Satan’s dominion. 

Do you know what manner of person you are? 

Has Christ set you free from Satan’s dominion? 

Do you know that you are not what you were? 

Have been redeemed by the Blood of Jesus Christ? 

Do you know that you are not of this world? 

Can you relate to the position of the Prodigal? 

Luke 15 tells us the whole story. 
Here is someone who knew the luxuries of living in 

blessing, favor, and goodness. 

He came to his senses after he lost everything but the 

knowledge of what he could gain by going back to his 

father. 

We must never lose that knowledge. 

God has something better for you. 

We are the products of God’s plan. 

Look at Ephesians 1:3-7 

Ephesians 1:3-7 NIV Praise be to the God and Father of 

our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly 

realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. For he 

chose us in him before the creation of the world to be 

holy and blameless in his sight. In love he predestined us 

to be adopted as his sons through Jesus Christ, in 

accordance with his pleasure and will— to the praise of 

his glorious grace, which he has freely given us in the 

One he loves. In him we have redemption through his 

blood, the forgiveness of sins, in accordance with the 

riches of God’s grace

He knows how to revive and restore your life. 

The Prodigal Son was clothed in a new white robe clean 

and bright. 
He was given a new ring and a banquet. 

He was brought back into the Position of a Son. 

Ephesians 2:6 NIV And God raised us up with Christ and 

seated us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus 

None of us deserve the grace that God has given. 

How can we praise Him for what He has done? 

He has raised us up with Christ. 

We are in a new position as a son of God. 

We are an overcomer through Christ Jesus. 

We are more than conquerors. 

We reign with Him. 

This is grace. 

This is God’s work.

He has made things right.
