John 8:35-36 (NIV) Now a slave has no permanent place 

in the family, but a son belongs to it forever. So if the Son 

sets you free, you will be free indeed. 

 

When the Prodigal Son headed home, he had 

aspirations of being no more than a slave. 

 Being a slave was better than where he was. 

 Being a slave is not the same thing as being a son.  

Jesus is establishing a principle for our lives. 

 Many people are content to get out of the immediate 

 danger, and condemnation they are in. 

That is not enough. 

Our Father in heaven wants to take us up to the next 

level. 

 He wants to give you joy in His presence. 

 He wants to give you His peace. 

 He wants to give you new life. 

 He wants to wipe away the impact of the hard years. 

 Only God can heal the broken hearted. 

 Only God can set the oppressed free. 

 Only God can heal the deadness of a wounded spirit. 

 Only God can. 

 But, God can. 

 It is impossible for us to fully understand the power 

 of Godôs redeeming grace.  

His grace is sufficient for the accumulation of all your 

need.

Satan wants to keep reminding you of your weaknesses.

 We have to know with complete assurance what God 

 has done and what He is willing to provide for us. 

 We have to know that we are more than a conqueror 

 through him who loved us. 

 We must come to an abiding confidence that we have 

 been accepted and changed. 

 

You really need to establish your faith on Godôs Word.  

 You will never be able to arise and go up to the next 

 level until you have an unshakable confidence. 

 

Positionally, you may be in the Fatherôs presence, but 

your faith is not there. 

 You need to know what the Lord has done. 

 Do you know what has been put under the Lordôs 

 feet?
