Second, primarily Christ came to destroy the work of 

Satan. 

In the Old and New Testament cultures the fundamental 

world view accepted the fact that evil existed and at the 

root of it was Satan.   

Believers did not wonder why God allowed a person to 

be crippled with scoliosis; they simply attributed it to 

Satan. 
Luke 13:10-17 (NIV) On a Sabbath Jesus was teaching in 

one of the synagogues, and a woman was there who had 

been crippled by a spirit for eighteen years. She was bent 

over and could not straighten up at all. When Jesus saw 

her, he called her forward and said to her, ñWoman, you 

are set free from your infirmity.ò Then he put his hands on 

her, and immediately she straightened up and praised 

God. Indignant because Jesus had healed on the Sabbath, 

the synagogue ruler said to the people, ñThere are six 

days for work. So come and be healed on those days, not 

on the Sabbath.ò The Lord answered him, ñYou 

hypocrites! Doesnôt each of you on the Sabbath untie his 

ox or donkey from the stall and lead it out to give it 

water? Then should not this woman, a daughter of

Cristos Victor (Christ is Victor)

The reality of evil and the influence of Satan 
is not popular in contemporary discussions

 

 Abraham, whom Satan has kept bound for eighteen long 

years, be set free on the Sabbath day from what bound 

her?ò When he said this, all his opponents were 

humiliated, but the people were delighted with all the 

wonderful things he was doing. 

 

The reality of evil and the influence of Satan is not a 

popular idea in contemporary discussions.  

Much of the Western Church has accepted the 

postmodern worldview that does not believe in the 

existence of angels, Satan, and demons. 

They find it implausible that angels, Satan, and 

demons are real, free agents. 

They cannot believe that they are involved in the 

affairs of humans, for better or for worse. 

In relation to that, evil seems implausible to many 

within our humanistic culture. 

The full horror of evil can only be realized when we 

begin acknowledging it on a concrete level. 

The Biblical worldview has largely been lost. 

While philosophers argue endlessly about how to 

precisely define ñevil,ò none of us have difficulty 

understanding the reality of it. 

Evil cannot be adequately grasped in a detached, 

neutral, abstract way. 
It is known in the personal attack spiritually and 

physically. 

It is known in violence, rape, and murder. 

It is known in person experience.

Paul said he is god of this age and the prince of the 

power of the air. 

John said the entire world is under the power of the evil 

one. 

People wonder why bad things happen to good people. 

 If you understand this Biblical principle, it should 

 not be surprising. 

What is amazing is that good things happen. 

In Luke 4, Satan led Jesus up to high place and told him 

that all the authority and splendor of the kingdoms of 

the world was his. 

Jesus did not contest what Satan said about his 

authority over the kingdoms of the world. 

Satan said he would give them to Jesus if He would 

bow down and worship him. 

Jesus refused to do it, because He knew that He was 

going to defeat Satan and take back what had been 

stolen. 
The world has been seized by this evil power. 

The world is in a war zone. 

Good and evil are in a constant battle in this world. 

At one moment, we can see the glory of God and the 

awful destructive force of evil.  

 

The world is contradictory.   

On one side, you see the glory of God.

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Jesus has a theology of revolt against the evil that was in 

the world. 
Acts 10:38 (NIV) God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with 

the Holy Spirit and power, andé He went around doing 

good and healing all who were under the power of the 

devil, because God was with Him. 

He revealed the will of God when He started healing 

people. 

He revealed God by delivering those who were held 

captive and abused by Satan. 

He revealed the goodness of God by the many 

wonderful things He did. 

He went about healing people and freeing them from 

Satanôs oppression. 
 
The word that is used most often for disease in the New 
Testament is mastix. 
 The idea behind the word is to whip, flog, plague, or 
 scourge.  
When Jesus set people free from disease, He was 
releasing them from the beating of Satan. 

Jesus was setting the captives free. 
Even death was part of the curse that came. 
Death was not a part of Godôs original plan. 

Jesus came to this earth for a broad reason. 
He came to set captives free. 
He came to defeat sin. 
He came to defeat death. 
He came to end the war. 
Jesus came in a military endeavor to defeat.
