Christ Revealed - Part 9,
What does “Christ in You” look like?

We have considered what Jesus Christ is really like.
We have studied His incarnation.
We have observed His virgin birth,
We watched His sinless life.
We marveled at His miracles.
We were both horrified and awe struck at His vicarious
suffering and death.
We were blessed by His conquering hell, death, and the
grave.
We were amazed and caused to rejoice at His ascension
to the right hand of the Father.
It is not adequate for us to just consider Christ’s
incarnation and the time He walked on this earth.

We must consider what He has done, where He is,

and what it means to us now.

We must see His glory and His power.

We must see His holiness and majesty.

We must see Jesus Christ ascended and seated.

We must see Him.
1 Peter 1:15-16 NIV But just as he who called you is
holy, so be holy in all you do; for it is written: “Be holy,
because I am holy.”

1 Thessalonians 3:13 NIV May he strengthen your hearts
so that you will be blameless and holy in the presence of
our God and Father when our Lord Jesus comes with all
his holy ones.

1 Thessalonians 4:7 NIV For God did not call us to be
impure, but to live a holy life.

1 Peter 2:4-10 NIV As you come to him, the living
Stone—rejected by men but chosen by God and precious
to him— you also, like living stones, are being built into a
spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual
sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.

For in Scripture it says: “See, I lay a stone in Zion, a
chosen and precious cornerstone, and the one who trusts
in him will never be put to shame.” Now to you who
believe, this stone is precious. But to those who do not
believe,

“The stone the builders rejected has become the
capstone,” and, “A stone that causes men to stumble and a
rock that makes them fall.” They stumble because they
disobey the message—which is also what they were
destined for.

But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy
nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare
the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his
wonderful light.

Once you were not a people, but now you are the people
of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you
have received mercy.

When Simon Peter considered Jesus, He called Him the
chosen, precious Cornerstone.

Peter then turns our focus on the building that is
constructed upon that Cornerstone.

Peter says: “you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood,
a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may
declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness
into his wonderful light.”

We need to seriously consider what the Word of God is
saying about us.

Who are we?
You are chosen people.
You are a royal priesthood.
You are a holy nation.
You belong to God.
You are the Church of the Living God, the pillar and
foundation of the truth.” (1 Timothy 3:14)
We are associated with this One:
1 Timothy 3:16 NIV He appeared in a body, was
vindicated by the Spirit, was seen by angels, was
preached among the nations, was believed on in the
world, was taken up in glory.
You are His church!
1 Corinthians 3:16-17 NIV Don’t you know that you
yourselves are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit lives in
you? If anyone destroys God’s temple, God will destroy
him; for God’s temple is sacred, and you are that temple.
Ephesians 2:20-22 NIV built on the foundation of the
apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the
chief cornerstone. In him the whole building is joined
together and rises to become a holy temple in the Lord.
And in him you too are being built together to become a
dwelling in which God lives by his Spirit.
If heaven was opened upon Jesus Christ, and the glory
of God was upon Him and within Him, we must
consider that His Church will also be glorious.
As living stones, we are being built into, and
incorporated into Him.
All that constitutes and is incorporated in Him, is being
built into the fabric of the Church.

2 Thessalonians 1:10 ASV “He shall come to be
glorified in His saints, and to be marveled at in all them
that believed...”

This is what the Holy Spirit is working toward.

Of all of the signs of Christ’s return, the most definitive is
the work of the Holy Spirit within the Church.

He is bringing us to Him.

He is doing a deep inward work that is dramatically

changing His Church.

He is filling us with His Spirit.

He is making us holy.

He is making His Church glorious.
1 John 3:3 NIV Everyone who has this hope in him

purifies himself, just as he is pure.

The Holy Spirit is conforming us into the image and

likeness of what Jesus Christ is.

The Holy Spirit wants to bring us back to Jesus Christ.
This is what the work of the Holy Spirit is all about.
His power and anointing has an intended purpose.
His gifts and grace is directed toward this one goal.

Everything He does in us has a single purpose.
Do you remember what God’s purpose is for our lives?

God’s purpose and design is that there shall come a time
when He has a vessel in which and through which His
glory shines.

Ephesians 5:25-27 NKJV Christ... loved the church and
gave Himself for her, that He might sanctify and cleanse
her with the washing of water by the word, that He might
present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot
or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy
and without blemish.

This is fundamental to those who have been born again.

The Holy Spirit gives us the capacity and facilities to
see, know, desire and grow in this.

John 3:3 NKJV Jesus answered and said to him, “Most
assuredly, | say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot
see the kingdom of God.”

1 Corinthians 2:14 NKJV But the natural man does not
receive the things of the Spirit of God, for they are
foolishness to him; nor can he know them, because they
are spiritually discerned.

T. Austin Sparks was addressing this verse and said:
“Take a walk around the garden. Walk down by the
potatoes and vegetables and talk about anything you
would like. What would the potatoes think about you?
What would the cabbages say about you? They are not
constituted in your kingdom. Their kind of life is not your
kind of life. There is no correspondence between them
and you at all. They do not have the capacity, gift, or
qualification, for the most elementary things you are
talking about.” (1. Austin Sparks “The School of
Christ” page 67)

Unless we have been born again, we do not have the
capacity to understand or be a part of the things of God.
We need our capacity for spiritual life enlarged.

You must be born again.
The natural man does not receive the things of the
Spirit of God.
Then we must be baptized in the Holy Ghost.
When the Spirit of Truth comes, He will guide you into
all truth.
Then our lives must be anointed and controlled by the
Holy Spirit.
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
