Christ Revealed - Part 11,
The Anointing

1 John 2:27 (NKJV) "But the anointing which you have
received from Him abides in you, and you do not need
that anyone teach you; but as the same anointing teaches
you concerning all things, and is true, and is not a lie, and
just as it has taught you, you will abide in Him.”

1 John 2:28 (NKJV) "And now, little children, abide in
Him, that when He appears, we may have confidence and
not be ashamed before Him at His coming.*

1 John 2:29 (NKJV) "If you know that He is righteous,
you know that everyone who practices righteousness is
born of Him.*

There are many philosophical ideas or schools of
thought regarding the anointing.

The Scripture said: “The anointing which you have
received from Him abides in you.”
What is that anointing and what is not the anointing?
What is John referring to?
The anointing which you have received?

He says: “The anointing which you have received from
Him abides in you.”
Have you received an anointing?

We have been studying the revelation of Jesus Christ.
When we understanding or have a revelation of the
Christ, or the Anointed One, a dramatic change occurs
in our lives.

By looking at Jesus the Christ, we find out what the
power and reality of an anointing is.

Psalm 45:7 NIV You love righteousness and hate
wickedness; therefore God, your God, has set you above
your companions by anointing you with the oil of joy.
The Psalmist was prophesying about Jesus Christ.
His clear word depicted the kind and quality of
anointing that was upon Jesus the Christ.
He was anointed with the oil of joy above His

The Oil of Joy refers to the holy anointing oil by which
priests were inducted into their office.
Exodus 30:22-25 NIV Then the Lord said to Moses,
“Take the following fine spices: 500 shekels of liquid
myrrh, half as much (that is, 250 shekels) of fragrant
cinnamon, 250 shekels of fragrant cane, 500 shekels of
cassia—all according to the sanctuary shekel—and a hin
of olive oil. Make these into a sacred anointing oil, a
fragrant blend, the work of a perfumer. It will be the
sacred anointing oil.
Psalm 133:2 It is like precious oil poured on the head,
running down on the beard, running down on Aaron’s
beard, down upon the collar of his robes.
This verse refers to Leviticus 8:12 where Aaron was
consecrated to the priesthood by pouring some of the

anointing oil on his head.
There are special terms that refer to Jesus as “The
Anointed One.”
Jesus is the Christ, the Greek word is Xpiotoc -
Christos, khris-tos” comes from the word christoi-
Christoi- is properly interpreted "anointed ones"
Christoi or Christos- applies to those or that anointed one
or ones upon which the ypiw - chrio (khree 0) anointing
oil has been poured or rubbed.

Jesus the Christ was the Anointed One, the Messiah.

The prophets are called “hoi christoi Theou,” “the
anointed of God,” Psalms 105:15.
A king of Israel was described as “christos tou Kuriou,”
“the anointed of the Lord,”
(1 Samuel 2:10, 35; 2 Samuel 1:14; Psalms 2:2;
18:50; Habakkuk 3:13)

The title “ho Christos,” “the Christ” refers to only one

individual in the Bible. o _
From His birth to His death, Jesus is given the title,
“the Christ.”

Matthew 2:4 NIV When he had called together all the

people’s chief priests and teachers of the law, he asked them

where the Christ was to be born.

Acts 2:31 NIV Seeing what was ahead, he spoke of the

resurrection of the Christ, that he was not abandoned to the

grave, nor did his body see decay.

Luke 2:11 NIV Today in the town of David a Savior has been

born to you; he is Christ the Lord.

Luke 23:2 NIV And they began to accuse him, saying, “We
have found this man subverting our nation. He Opposes
?; ment of taxes to Caesar and claims to be Christ, a king.”
John 1:41 NIV The first thing Andrew did was to find his
brother Simon and tell him, “We have found the Messiah”

(that is, the Christ).

Matthew 16:16-17 NIV Simon Peter answered, “You are the
Christ, the Son of the Iivin(f; God.” Jesus rephed ‘Blessed are
you, Simon son of Jonah, for this was not revealed to you by
man, but by my Father in heaven.

Mark 14:61-62 NIV But Jesus remained silent and gave no
answer. Agam the high priest asked him, “Are you the Christ,
the Son of the Blessed One?” “I am,” said Jesus. “And you
will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the
Mighty One and coming on the clouds of heaven.”

John 4 25-26 NIV The woman said, “I know that Messiah”
(called Christ) “is coming. When he comes, he will explain
evelilything to us.” Then Jesus declared, “I who speak to you
am he.”
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#18 1 John 2:27 (NKJV) "But the anointing which you have
received from Him abides in you”
Where does this anointing come from?

The Anointed ones are followers of Christ on whom the
""oil of Anointing has been poured."
Christ Jesus is the One Anointed One- The Messiah,
The Christ.
He is the one who has sent the Holy Spirit.

1 John 2:20 NIV But you have an anointing from the
Holy One, and all of you know the truth.

The Anointing comes from the Holy One.
Who or what is the Holy One?

Several concepts come to mind.
Some feel that the “Holy Ones” are those in position of
hierarchy of the administrative body of organized
religion.
In relation to that, they feel that the “Anointing” flows
down from some magistrate or demagogue who
exercises authority over the church.
In the Old Testament, only the Anointed Ones could
anoint others.
So, the anointing that was initial upon Moses, from
God, was given to Aaron, and Aaron anointed the
priest, and his successor.

This verse is not referring to some Administrative body
within the organized church structure.

In the New Testament there are three sources of this
Anointing.

The best way to understand scripture is by interpreting
Scripture by Scripture.
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#20 John 14:16 NIV And | will ask the Father, and he will

give you another Counselor to be with you forever—
John 15:26 NIV “When the Counselor comes, whom I
will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who
goes out from the Father, he will testify about me.

1 John 2:27 NIV As for you, the anointing you received

from him remains in you, and you do not need anyone to
teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about all
things and as that anointing is real, not counterfeit—just
#29 as It has taught you, remain in him.

First, Jesus said: “I will ask the Father and He will
give”
First source of this is Jesus the Christ.
The One on whom the Full anointing rest, must be the
active agent in the anointing coming down.

Second, The Father must be involved.
“The Father will send.”
Unless the Father sends, there can be no anointing,
or Spirit to quicken.

Third, the Holy Spirit is that which comes down from
the Father and Son.
#23 “When He the Spirit of Truth has come...”

The Anointing which you have received from Him
abides in you .
This anointing that comes from Him has a dramatic
impact on the Church at large.
This Anointing is a Divine........

The Anointing’s power equips us to do the work of God.
We are equipped with gifts of the Spirit

2 Corinthians 3:18 NIV And we, who with unveiled
faces all reflect the Lord’s glory, are being transformed
into his likeness with ever-increasing glory, which comes
from the Lord, who is the Spirit.

This anointing of the Holy Spirit infuses the church with
power, wisdom, and gifts of the Holy Spirit.
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
