The Anointing Flows Down
Take a look at the practical and spiritual implications of
the Anointing.
1 John 2:27 NIV As for you, the anointing you received
from him remains in you, and you do not need anyone to
teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about all
things and as that anointing is real, not counterfeit—just
as it has taught you, remain in him.
We need to see the how God conveys this anointing to
us, and the impact it has on our lives.
God has determined a specific manner in which the
anointing of the Holy Spirit is received.

John 15:26 NIV “When the Counselor comes, whom 1
will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who
goes out from the Father, he will testify about me.

John 16:13 NIV But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes,
he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his
own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell
you what is yet to come.

To understand the implications and expectations of the
presence of God, the glory of God, and the anointing we
must examine the Biblical model.

The first person that indicates an impact of the glory of

God over his life is Moses.

Moses had several encounters with the Almighty God.
Each of these dramatically changed Moses.
It is difficult to really know when his first encounter
with God occurred.

Moses was in Egypt when he became aware of the
glorious God and his call and separation to God.
At first, Moses was not prepared or ready to fully
follow God.
At that time, Moses attempted to achieve God’s
purpose with his own wisdom, talents, and abilities.
His most recognizable initial encounter with God was
at the burning bush.

Exodus 3:2-5 NIV There the angel of the Lord appeared
to him in flames of fire from within a bush. Moses saw
that though the bush was on fire it did not burn up.

So Moses thought, “T will go over and see this strange
sight—why the bush does not burn up.” When the Lord
saw that he had gone over to look, God called to him from
within the bush, “Moses! Moses!”

And Moses said, “Here I am.” “Do not come any closer,”
God said. “Take off your sandals, for the place where you
are standing is holy ground.”

God called to Moses from within the Fire.

This is important for us to see.
For Moses to go to the next level with God, He had to
respond to what God was saying and doing.

Notice this progression.

First, Moses was going about life as had become his
routine.

He was busy doing what he had resolved to do as an

occupation in life.

He was out of Egypt.

He was tending to his own affairs.

Then God interrupted Moses’ routine.
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Second, Moses was willing to be interrupted.
When he saw the bush, he turned aside.
Some people are willing to be interrupted.
Third, Having turned aside, he drew near to the place
where God’s glory was being revealed.
Without explanation or indication of what was
happening, or what to expect next, Moses came to the
place where God’s glory was being revealed.
Fourth, God spoke to him from within the fire.
God knew all about the man Moses.
He knew his name, occupation, and ambition.
None of that stopped God from pursuing Moses.
None of Moses’ weakness kept him from coming close
to God.
Fifth, Moses responded to what God said.
He took off his shoes on holy ground.
He was willing to comply with God’s commission.

The glory of God was greater than Moses’ fear and past.

It is from that response that God was able to take Moses
to the next level of blessing, glory, and power.

This was not the only revelation that Moses had of God
and His glory.
This was the place Moses could look back to and
reference the fire, the voice, and holy ground.
Each of us must have a place where we first encounter
God or are encountered by God.
God became real to Moses at the burning bush.
Before the encounter at the bush, God had
supernaturally intervened in Moses’ life, but Moses did
not know the glory and power of God.
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God saved him when he was put in the ark and placed
In the Nile river.
God had blessed him, when Pharaoh’s daughter took
him as her son.
God had instructed him, through the words of his own
Hebrew mother.
God had been with him all of the time.
Now, God became real to Moses.
The fire, the voice, and the glory convinced Moses that
God is God.
Providential care, education, and appointment were
made real when Moses came into the presence of the
#16 God of Glory.
What happened at the burning bush was not the end of
Moses encounter and revelation of God’s glory.
Moses was to go on to greater revelations and a
power.
If he stopped at the burning bush, the Israelites would
not have been delivered from Egyptian bondage.
If he had stopped, the Exodus would not have occurred.
If he stopped the plagues, pillar of fire, and the cloud of
God’s presence would not have been known.
The anointing oil would not have been poured on
Aaron’s head.
The glory of God would not have been witnessed by
the multitudes of God’s delivered people.
The law would not have been given.
Moses would not have known a deeper revelation of
God’s glory that transfigured his face, so that his skin
did shine.
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The seventy elders would not have gone up into the
presence of God with Moses, and Aaron, Nadab and
Abihu.

Moses responded to God’s presence, and progressively
moved with and encountered God.

The burning bush was not a place to stop.

The burning bush was where the encounter of God

began and a new lifestyle started.
The glory of God that was revealed in and through
Moses dramatically changed the history.
The Lord God Jehovah revealed His glory in many
mighty ways throughout Moses’ life and administration.
We are not going to stop with Moses.

We are looking at the revelation of Jesus the Christ
What Moses found to be real is still real today.
The Lord God Jehovah has not changed.
When God sent His Son into the world, He gave a
greater revelation of His Glory.

Hebrews 3:3 NRSV Yet Jesus is worthy of more glory
than Moses, just as the builder of a house has more honor
than the house itself.

Matthew 12:6 NIV | tell you that one greater than the
temple is here.

Matthew 12:41 One greater than Jonah is here

Matthew 12:42 One greater than Solomon is here

There is not one greater than the Messiah, the Lord
Jesus Christ.

Moses had a glory of God that caused his face to shine.
The Spirit of God came upon God’s Son, our Lord Jesus
Christ, without measure.
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No man has had more of an anointing of the Holy Spirit
than Jesus the Christ.

He is the Anointed One.

The Spirit of the Lord was upon Him, Luke 4:18.

He was anointed above all others.

The Spirit that was resting on the Lord Jesus Christ has
been given to His church.
The Old Testament example of this is seen in the
Patriarchs and Prophets.
God called them, set them apart, and anointed them for
His higher purpose.
They became great in the eyes of men and in the eyes
of God.
God referred to Noah, Daniel, Job, Moses, and Samuel
as men who had power with Him. (Ezekiel 14:14;
Jeremiah 15:1)
They were possessed with the power of God.
They walked with God.
They had a testimony of God % power, righteousness.
They walked and lived in the presence of God
Almighty.
Elijah walked in the power of the Spirit of God.
Elisha asked for a double portion of the Spirit that
rested upon Elijah.
Something greater than what they had has been
prepared and reserved for us.
1 Corinthians 2:9-10 NIV However, as it is written: “No
eye has seen, no ear has heard, no mind has conceived
what God has prepared for those who love him”— but
God has revealed it to us by his Spirit. The Spirit searches
all things, even the deep things of God.
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Numbers 11:17 NIV | will come down and speak with
you there, and | will take of the Spirit that is on you and
put the Spirit on them. They will help you carry the
burden of the people so that you will not have to carry it
alone.
Numbers 11:25 NIV Then the Lord came down in the
cloud and spoke with him, and he took of the Spirit that
was on him and put the Spirit on the seventy elders. When
the Spirit rested on them, they prophesied, but they did
not do so again.

God prepared and reserved the Spirit that was on

Moses for the seventy elders.

This is the same thing that Elisha wanted from Elijah.
Jesus, the Christ has appointed the same Spirit that
rested on Him for the Church.

John 15:26 NIV “When the Counselor comes, whom I
will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who
goes out from the Father, he will testify about me.

Acts 1:8 NIV But you will receive power when the Holy
Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in
Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends
of the earth.”

Romans 8:11 NRSV If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus
from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ from
the dead will give life to your mortal bodies also through
his Spirit that dwells in you.

Z00poieo - {womoiéw, is the word for “give life, to make
alive, cause to live, quicken”
What is this quickening?
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Some commentators refer to the resurrection of

Christ and defer this quickening to the resurrection of

the believer from the grave.
John 6:63 NRSV It is the spirit that gives life; the flesh is
useless.
Ephesians 2:5 NIV made us alive with Christ even when
we were dead in transgressions—it is by grace you have
been saved.
Colossians 2:13 NIV When you were dead in your sins
and in... your sinful nature, God made you alive with
Christ...

We have been quickened together with Christ.

The Spiritual Life that quickened Christ has quickened
you.
suzoopoieo {sood-zo-op-oy-eh-0} - ovlwomoiéw Or
sunzoopoieo, “to quicken together with, make alive
with” “to arouse and invigorate” “to endue with new
and greater powers of life”
1 John 2:27 NIV As for you, the anointing you received
from him remains in you, and you do not need anyone to
teach you. But as his anointing teaches you about all
things and as that anointing is real, not counterfeit—just
as it has taught you, remain in him.

The anointing you have received is the “ h  thrisma,

khris”-mah: from an unguent or smearing, the chrio,
khree’o, the endowment of the Holy Spirit, anointing,
unction.

The chrisma is the anointing you have received from the
Holy Spirit.
God has given us the same Spirit that was upon Jesus
Christ.
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This Spirit has quickened.

This Spirit has remained in us.

This Spirit is teaching us.

This Spirit has anointed us with the anointing that was
upon Jesus Christ.

This anointing has given life to our dead, lifeless body
and spirit.
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
