What is the Lord saying to us about this? 

 
There is an authentic recognizable difference that is 
replicated in all who are filled with His Spirit. 

The Holy Spirit comes in and produces the evidence 
that is undeniable. 
We are transformed by His Spirit and we bear fruit 
that clearly testifies of Christ. 
There is no ambiguity in the evidence the Holy Spirit 
gives. 
It is the fruit of the Spirit. 
It is the character and nature of Christ in you. 

 
Jesus said He wanted to give us of His glory. 
It is the glory that He was given by the Father. 

The impact of this anointing and glory is a life 
transformed.  

The Holy Spirit will have the same quality of impact on 
our lives that was freely demonstrated in Jesus Christ.

The Life of the Spirit changes our nature. 
Galatians 5:22-23 NIV But the fruit of the Spirit is love, 
joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 
gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is 
no law.  
 
This fruit of the Spirit is the fundamental basis of the 
anointed life. 

It is from this character adjustment that we begin to 
demonstrate the nature and power of Christ.

The word fruit is karpos  -  əŬɟˊɧɠ  refers to the works 
or deeds, the visible expression of power working 
inwardly and invisibly. 

The character of the fruit gives evidence of the 
character of the power that produces it. 
Grapes do not come from thorn bushes. 
The thistle cannot produce figs. 

The works of the flesh produce evidences of the flesh. 
Those works are the result of the thornbush and thistle. 

Those who are brought into living union with Christ 
produce the fruit of the Spirit. 

The singular fruit of the Spirit suggests the unity of the 
character of the Lord that is reproduced in us. 

 
John 15:4-5 (NKJV) Abide in Me, and I in you. As the 
branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the 
vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me. ñI am the 
vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in 
him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.

Why are we chosen and appointed? 

To bear fruit that will remain. 
The process of bearing fruit is natural to those who have 
been brought into Christ. 
 
Romans 8:9-10 (NKJV) But you are not in the flesh but 
in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells in you. 
Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not 
His. And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of 
sin, but the Spirit is life because of righteousness.  

 
Due to the relationship we have with our Lord Jesus 
Christ, the fruit of the Spirit is a natural result and 
product of life.

The result is identical because it is replicated by the 
same powerful Spirit.
