To Him who loves us and has 

freed us from our sins by His blood, 

The revelation of Godôs love is expressed through the 

life, labors and attitudes of Jesus Christ.

The singular fruit of the Spirit is a multifaceted and 

diversified fruit. 

 As such, it is imperative that we understand that the 

 fruit cannot be broken into independent parts. 

 Love works with mercy, grace, patience, kindness, 

 joy, faithfulness, goodness, etc. 

 Joy is full of goodness, kindness, thoughtfulness, 

 truth,  love, etc. 

It is impossible see the love of Christ manifested 

without the other aspects of the character of the fruit of 

the Spirit being revealed simultaneously. 

 

The love of Christ was revealed in three ways: 

 First, He evidenced His love to the Father. 

 Second, He demonstrated His love to His disciples 

 Third, He exhibited His love to the world 

 

The Love Christ had for the Father is the same quality 

and quantity of Love that the Father had for the Son. 

How did Jesus demonstrate His love for the Father? 

 

John 15:10 NIV If you obey my commands, you will 

remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Fatherôs 

commands and remain in His love. 

 

Jesus demonstrated love to the Father by obedience. 

 Jesus had the highest degree of obedience. 

 

His obedience is seen in His willingness to suffer. 

 Look in the Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus 

 prayed: ñFather, not My will, but yours be done.ò

John 14:10 NIV ñDonôt you believe that I am in the 

Father, and that the Father is in Me? The words I say to 

you are not just my own. Rather, it is the Father, living in

He was obedient in the working of miracles. 

He was obedient in healing the sick. 

He was obedient in selfless ministry. 

He was obedient in administering grace. 

He was obedient in what He spoke. 

 

Who can measure the quality and degree of Godôs 

love? 

Christ Jesusô obedience was just as vast, wide, deep, and 

incomprehensible as the love of God. 

 It is deeper than our thoughts can comprehend. 

 He was obedient to the death. 

Think about His selfless obedience! 

 The degree of His obedience is incomprehensible. 

 There was nothing left out or overlooked.

 Matthew Henry says Jesus Christ became our 

 antipsychos - sufferer in our stead. 
  He gave His body for our body. 

  He gave His life for our life. 

  He gave His riches for our poverty. 

  He knew our worthless, helpless condition. 

He knew how much His love would cost Him.

He demonstrates His love by 

tender affectionate actions.

 Look at the language in Deuteronomy 7.

But it was because the LORD loved you and kept the oath 

he swore to your forefathers that he brought you out with 

a mighty hand and redeemed you from the land of 

slavery, from the power of Pharaoh king of Egypt. 

 He set His affection on you and chose you because 

 He loved you.

Second, by love, Jesus has demonstrated His concern 

for us.  

 He said, ñuse My Name.ò 

 ñWhatever you ask the Father in My Name, He will 

 give it to you.ò 

We notice this in action throughout the Lordôs 

ministry. 

See it when people begged for His mercy, to be healed.
