standing is holy ground.ò 

 God told Moses, you have come as close as you can. 

 He was on holy ground with God. 

We can draw closer than we are.

The word humble tapeinoo tap-i-nϲ́-o (ταπεινόω )- 

means to bring to the ground.

Some may feel so unworthy to come to God, and so they 

recoil and stay distant.
