2 Samuel 23:20-23 (NIV) Benaiah son of Jehoiada was a 

valiant fighter from Kabzeel, who performed great exploits. 

He struck down two of Moabôs best men. He also went down 

into a pit on a snowy day and killed a lion. And he struck 

down a huge Egyptian.  

Although the Egyptian had a spear in his hand, Benaiah 

went against him with a club. He snatched the spear from 

the Egyptianôs hand and killed him with his own spear. 

Such were the exploits of Benaiah son of Jehoiada;  

he too was as famous as the three mighty men. He was 

held in greater honor than any of the Thirty, but he was 

not included among the Three. And David put him in 

charge of his bodyguard. 

 

Benaiah, was in charge of Davidôs personal bodyguard 

and chief among Davidôs Thirty. 

These verses tell of his courage and great exploits. 

Verse 20 says he went down into a pit on a snowy day 

and killed a lion. 

 

Does this sound like logical actions to you? 

 Most of us would run from a lion. 

 I am sure I would not chase a lion into a pit. 

Can you imagine chasing a lion into a pit on a snowy day 

when your footing would be slippery? 

David was looking for his security detail chief. 

 He was impressed with Banaiah. 
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Killing a lion in a pit on a snowy day was the exact 

qualification David was looking for. 

 Benaiah was a fearless warrior. 

 

God is looking for people who do exploits in His name. 

 

Mark Batterson, gives seven skills you need to be a lion 

chaser. 

First, start by trying to comprehend the infiniteness of 

God so you can believe He can help you defy the odds.  

 Do you really trust God? 

 Do you believe God can help you with what 

 you are facing? 

 

Second, face your fears, or they will hold you back 

forever.  

Benaiah faced several things that would cause many 

to pause with fear. 

He struck down two of Moabôs best men.

Third, reframe your problems through Scripture 

reading, prayer, and worship.
