Isaiah 43:1 (NIV) But now, this is what the LORD saysð 

he who created you, O Jacob, he who formed you, O 

Israel: ñFear not, for I have redeemed you; I have 

summoned you by name; you are mine.ò 

 

Throughout the history of man, God almighty has 

retained the right of ownership over His creation.

He who 

has clean hands and a pure heart, Who has not lifted up 

his soul to falsehood And has not sworn deceitfully.  

He shall receive a blessing from the LORD And 

righteousness from the God of his salvation. This is the 

generation of those who seek Him, Who seek Your face... 

 

While God is intensely interested in humanity, He 

will never compromise when it comes to the basis 

of our relationship and fellowship with Him. 
 He has established a standard for this fellowship and 

 relationship.

He deserves our devotion and worship. 

He deserves holy lives. 

He deserves our dedication and love. 

He deserves our attention. 

He deserves nothing less than a holy, clean and changed 

bride.
