In Exodus 33:21 Moses was speaking with God.
In that intimate moment, God told Moses: “There is
a place near me where you may stand on a rock.
When my glory passes by, | will put you in a cleft in
the rock and cover you with my hand until | have
passed by.
As God spoke to Moses, He has spoken to us and said:
“there I s a place near WM
James 4:8 (NASB95) Draw near to God and He will draw
near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify
your hearts, you double-minded.
Hebrews 10:22 (NASB95) let us draw near with a sincere
heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled
cleanfrom an evil conscience and our bodies washed with
pure water.

What is the impact of being near Him?
First, there is the impact of the requirement
Second, comes the impact of the benefit

Every reference that encourages nearness to God
requires cleansing and purification.
The need for cleansing and purification is seen 1
clearly when we stand in His presence.

God is high, holy, exalted, and perfect.

God is totally pure.

God is almighty power.

In both the Old and New Testaments, the requirement is
the same.
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The Psalmist thought about coming near to God.

Psalm 24:3-5 (NASB95) Who may ascend into the hill of
the LORD? And who may stand in His holy place?
He who has clean hands and a pure heart, Who has not
lifted up his soul to falsehood And has not sworn
deceitfully. He shall receive a blessing from the LORD
And righteousness from the God of his salvation.

In the Old Testament, righteousness and cleansing was

attained by obedience of the Law.
Anyone who transgressed in one area is guilty of all.
There was no access to God without personal
cleansing.

The question from the Psalmist resonates in our minds.

Who? Who?
Who can ascend into the hill of the Lord?
Who may stand in His holy place?
Who can come near?
This is where the New Testament offers a solution.

Ephesians 2:13 (NASB95) But now in Christ Jesus you
who formerly were far off have been brought near by the
blood of Christ.
The Law could not do what the Blood of Jesus Christ
does.

The Law could point out our transgressions.

The Law could tell us how far we were from Him.
The Blood of Jesus Christ has done what the Law could
not do.
But now, in Christ Jesus you... have been brought near.

1 John 1:7 (NASB95) but if we walk in the Light as He
Himself is in the Light, we have fellowship with one
another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from
all sin.

We need to meditate on this verse.

The blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.
Hebrews 10:19 takes this one further step.
Hebrews 10:19 (NKJV) Therefore, brethren, having
boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus
Hebrews 10:19 (NASB95) “We have confidence to enter
the holy place by the blood of Jesus..”

Through Christ Jesus we have boldness and confidence
to come near to God.

Second, is the impact of the benefit
Have you started understanding that there are benefits
in being near God?
There is no more blessed place.
Moses said he would not go further in the Exodus unless
God would go with them.
He knew that victory and blessings was hateady.
God had promised to bless them were they went.
Moses did not want to go a step without being 1
to God.
It Is amazing to me how some people think they can
make it without God.

What are the benefits of being near?

Being near is much more than proximity of location.
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Being near is walking in the light of His love.

Being near is fellowship with the only true God.

Being near is joy and peace.

Being near means provision and providence.

Being near means the condemnation is gone.

Being near means the curse is behind us.

Being near is being covered and protected by His blood.

Being near is spiritual fullness and satisfaction.
The benefit of being near cannot be

achieved being far from God.
No one can fake this.
You are near to God or you are not.

Let us draw near with full assurance of faith knowing
that the Blood of Jesus Christ has conquered.
Let us draw near so we can receive more mercy and
grace to help in time of need. (Hebrews 4:16)

When Moses brought Israel out of Egypt, the
congregation wanted to flee from God.

Their guilty conscience could not dwell near.
Through Jesus Christ, you may come near.
